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Install the Fixture
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D Remove the mounting plate and driver from the canopy.

D Secure the mounting plate to the junction box with the provided #8-32 screws. DANGER: If using the Bau 28, the
junction box must be rated for 150 Ibs., or more. If using the Bau 36, the junction box must be rated for 200 lIbs., or
more. If the junction box is not rated for the minimum weight, then the mounting plate must be supported
independently of the junction box.

B Secure the safety cable to a secure solid structure in accordance with local building code.

Determine the desired height of the fixture using the provided threaded rods, covers and couplers, then assemble
them by sliding a cover over each rod and screwing the rods to a coupler.

B Feed the fixture wires through the stem assembly, then screw the stem assembly to the top of the fixture.

B Slide the collar nut and canopy over the rod assembly then screw the half ball to the top of the stem assembly.
D Seat the half ball into the mounting plate. WARNING: Make sure to avoid pinching the wires.

) Connect the blue driver wire to the blue fixture wire with a wire nut.

EP Connect the red driver wire to the red fixture wire with a wire nut.

D Connect the fixture to a suitable ground in accordance with local electrical codes.

D Connect the white driver wires to the neutral power line wire with a wire nut.

[B) Connect the black driver wires to the hot power line wire with a wire nut.

B Neatly place the drivers, all wires, and wire nut connections inside the canopy, slide the canopy up to over the
mounting bracket and secure in place with the collar nut.
